Acquisitions: Unpacking and
Receiving

Last month we talked about how
materials get ordered. This month
we’ll let you know what happens
when they arrive.

Generally everything is okay but
occasionally a book is damaged in
shipment or an error was made and
we need to notify the vendor for
replacement copies or to correct
discrepancies in the number of
copies or titles ordered and sent.

The next step is to place the
books on a cart with all of the
packing paperwork so another staff
member can receive the books in
Sirsi Workflows. When we receive
an order we add the individual
copies to the order record. The

barcodes are scanned in and the
items will now display in the
catalog as on order for the various
branches. A workslip is created for
each item with instructions for
cataloging and processing.

From here the books wait on a
cart for cataloging and inputting
before they can move along to the
branches. The invoice from the
vendor shows as paid in our fund
balances in Sirsi, but needs to be
sent to Accounting so it can really
be paid.

Baker & Taylor, our main book
vendor, supplies most of our orders
within one week. Other orders can
be received within a couple of days
or take months depending on the
vendor and whether the item is in
stock or backordered.

Boxes of new books (or other
materials such as DVDs or
Compact Discs) are delivered daily.
When the boxes are unpacked, they
are sorted so we can verify that we
received what was ordered.
