This is a very
important public event and a great opportunity for Foundation board members to network with
community leaders and public officials. When completed, the new Cascade Park Community Library
will be 24,000 square feet, nearly 10 times the size of the current Cascade Park branch. The design for
the library was created by Opsis Architects, the same company that designed the Firstenburg
Community Center.

SWIFT for Kids Grant Update

We are still waiting to hear the final decision on the SWIFT for Kids—Allan Weinstein Endowment
Fund grant. Rick Smithrud, Jacquelyn Keith and Shay Shinall made a special presentation to the grant
committee on Wednesday, March 19", Our grant proposal seeks funding for a dedicated Storytime
Van that would be used to support outreach efforts by FVRL District’s Early Learning Programs staff.
Currently, Early Learning Programs staff must compete with other FVRL staff on a first-come, first-
served basis for the “shared use” vans owned by the District. When no vans are available, ELP staff
must use their own personal vehicles. This proposal has already made it past the Letter of Inquiry
review, Full Grant Proposal, and Grant Committee Review stages of the selection process.

The Border Express store at Westfield Shoppingtown Mall will be running a special promotion
between Sunday, April 13" and Sunday, May 3. As Borders Express customers are paying for their
purchases, they will be asked to purchase one additional children’s’ book from a pre-selected
collection next to the cash register.
