Condition Weeding

We've been meeting with branch
staff to do a periodic review and
training on condition weeding
guidelines. The goal of condition
weeding is to have an attractive,
appealing collection that is in good
condition and contains up-to-date
information. Materials that show
damage, excessive wear, or contain
outdated information are less inviting
to use and may encourage patrons to
mistreat and abuse materials.

Materials may be condition weeded
because of damage, poor condition due §
to normal wear and tear, the item is
superseded by another edition, out-
dated content and the item does not
have historical significance (such as
medical, legal, financial, career, fads,
and travel books).
